He aims to mitigate the effects of disasters on society through cooperation between education, sociology, economics, and medicine. He is involved in
expanding school disaster prevention administration and education in the area impacted by the Great East Japan Earthquake. He operates the International
Collaborating Center of Disaster Education Research and Implementation and promotes networking and human resource development in Japan and abroad.
Prof. Sato's primary research topics are analysis of evacuee characteristics during disasters, damage to schools and responses to it, development of disaster
prevention/reconstruction education programs for elementary/middle schools, etc.
